This pack establishes board-approved governance controls for energy continuity and power dependencies
affecting Tier-1 systems. It converts energy risk into explicit executive assumptions, time-bound decisions, and
auditable accountability aligned with existing Tier-1 governance mechanisms.
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1. Tier-1 Energy & Continuity Dependency Register

Authoritative register of power, energy, and continuity dependencies whose failure would materially impair
Tier-1 systems, evidence production, or executive decision-making.

2. Energy Load-Bearing Assumption (LBA) Register

Explicit, time-bound assumptions about energy availability, restoration, and autonomy that support multiple
Tier-1 controls. Undocumented or expired assumptions constitute unmanaged executive risk.
